	7. School Plan for Student Achievement (SPSA)
· Review the current SPSA Implementation and Effectiveness 
	In summary, Mrs. Stubblefield went over the goals and the strategies to achieve the goals. Ms. Gaines asked for clarification about our subgroups other than Students with Disabilities regarding the supports put in place to help them meet their goals. Mrs. Stubblefield spoke about supports for EL students.  She also noticed that specific supports for African American students were not stated in the plan but explained what practices are in place to support and noted that we must state the supports when developing next year’s plan.  Mrs. Garrigan asked about the cost of transportation for field trips, having a breakdown of costs.  Mr. Smith suggested field trips closer to the school would be a good option to keep costs down.  He also asked how to access the SPSA so they can review it and if there is an analysis of the plan to determine if the strategies are working.  Mrs. Stubblefield said that anyone can access the plan on the district website and showed how to find it.  She also stated that there is an annual analysis done to measure effectiveness.  Mr. Smith asked if the counsel could have access to documents ahead of the scheduled meeting so they may be reviewed before the meeting.  Mrs. Stubblefield agreed that she would forward the documents to the council


	8. Progress Monitoring of each Strategy/Activity/Task
0. Review the Fall i-Ready data and other local data.
	The principal shared the Fall i-Ready results. She stated that the students tested lower than they normally would. That was expected in fall assessment as students just came back from summer break.  In ELA 136 students were on mid or above grade level, 146 were early on grade level, 385 were one grade level below, 151 were 2 grade levels below and 135 were 3 or more grade levels below.  in math 40 students were mid or above grade level, 122 were early on grade level, 531 were one grade level below, 129 were 2 grade levels below, and 130 were 3 or more grade levels below.  She stated that the students will be taking the winter diagnostic in the next couple of weeks and are looking forward to seeing the growth the students have made.
Mr. Smith asked how many times a year do students take the i-Ready assessment.  Mrs. Stubblefield said they take it 3 times a year.
