Synonyms: words that mean almost the same as each other.
Example: Happy - Cheerful

Antonyms: words that mean the opposite of each other.
Example: Hot —Cold  Open - Close

Prefixes are word parts that can be added to the beginning of words to change
meaning.

Prefix Meaning Example
Non- Without Nonstop (without stopping)
In-, Un- Not Unkind (not kind)
Mis- Incorrect, Bad or Badly | Misprint (incorrect print)
Re- Again Redo (do again)
Suffixes are word parts that be added to the end of a word to change meaning.
Suffix Meaning Example
-er More, or “someone Larger (more large)

who”’
-est Most Sweetest (most sweet)
Sentence Types:

Statement: A sentence that tells something, It will end in a period.
Example: We like our school.

Question: A sentence that asks something. It will end in a question mark.
Example: What was school like today?

Grammar:
Subject: Tells what or whom the sentence is about.
Example: The frog jumped in the water.
Predicate: Tell what the subject does or is.
Example: Ice and snow cover Antarctica.

Story Elements:
Character: People or subjects of a story.
Setting: When and Where the story takes place.




Plot: The important events that happen in the beginning, middle, and end.
