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Active Processing is the consolidation and internalization of information and procedures by the learner, in a way that is both personally meaningful and conceptually coherent.

Active Processing is the key to perceiving patterns and making sense of experience.  The mind/brain naturally searches for meaning, tests experience, reacts to novelty and seeks control.

Active processing expands on natural capacities and processes.
