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Purpose:

This strategy will encourage students to go beyond memorizing definitions and help them look for patterns and connections embedded in the vocabulary words and concepts being studied.
Process:  
1. The teacher or students may write vocabulary words or important concepts on index cards.
2. Each student or group of students gets a set of cards.
3. Ask the students to shuffle their cards and distribute nine cards in a Tic Tac Toe grid.
4. Ask students to form eight students each including the three words straight across in a row, straight down in a column, or on the diagonals.
5. Allow time for the students to share the sentences they’ve created that capture the important connections between the words and concepts being studied.
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
