CAPS AND GOWNS:  You must have a cap and gown to participate in the graduation ceremony.  Loaner caps 

and gowns must be returned in order to receive your diploma.                                                                                                                     

GRADUATION PRACTICE: Practice will be held on Tuesday May 24th at the Football Field @ 8:00 am (Meet at 

the cafeteria by 7:30 a.m.). This practice is mandatory for all seniors who plan to walk in the ceremony. 

Emergency exceptions must be cleared in advance. Those who choose not to attend practice, will not be 

permitted to participate in the graduation ceremony.                                                                                                                                                           

GRADUATION DRESS CODE:  The following apparel will not be allowed in the graduation ceremony: shorts, 

jeans with holes, T-shirts or tank tops. There will be an inspection of student dress before the ceremony and 

students not complying with the specific dress code will not be allowed to participate in the ceremony.
