How to Obtain a Work Permit
During The Summer
1. Students will print out the Form B1-1 Statement of Intent to Employ a 

Minor and Request for Work Permit-Certi�cate of Age or pick one up 
from the o�ce at Health Careers Academy. 

2. Students will complete Minor’s Information and School Information.
3. Parent or legal guardians must sign their portion of the form.
4. Students must return completed Form B1-1 with all signatures. 
5. Work Experience Teacher will con�rm they have all necessary 

requirements met.  
6. If the permit cannot be written when dropped o�, students will be 

contacted when the Work Permit is ready (usually 24 to 48 hours)
to be picked up.  

7. Students must take the completed Permit to Employ and Work
(Form B1-4) back to the employer.

Important Reminders
Work Permit Applications must be signed by the employer.

A parent or guardian must also sign the application.
The student’s social security number is required to process a work permit.

Student ID will be veri�ed through district records.
The completed “o�cial” work permit is signed by the student and the Work Experience 

Coordinator so the student MUST BE PRESENT to pick it up.
Each new job requires a new work permit.

Summer work permits expire August 6, 2022.
