The bell rings at 8:55, students should be in line prepared to learn at 9:00. The Cafeteria door closes at
9:00am therefore any students arriving after this are considered late. Students who accrue too many
tardies or unexcused absences are subject to truancy letters and, if the problem persists may, have to be
placed on an attendance contract that follows them throughout their school years.

BREAKFAST AND LUNCH

The cafeteria will open at 8:35 AM for breakfast. Breakfast service will end at 8:50 AM. All students are
welcome to have breakfast and a nutritious lunch every day.

Students will enter the campus through the cafeteria in the morning; parents must drop them off there. If
parents intend on coming onto campus they must report to office to sign in and get a visitors badge.

NO PARENTS ARE ALLOWED IN CAFETERIA.




BUS STUDENTS:

Bus students are dropped off and picked up on Glendora.

WALKERS/PARENT DROP-OFF:

Because parking is limited, we encourage parents to drop off their child(ren) in the designated area at the
front of the school. See map on previous page. We ask that you give them a “Kiss and Go” and not park
and walk them up, Supervision is provided on the front sidewalk after 8:35 to ensure your child(ren) enter
campus safely.

Students are to enter the campus using the walkway at the front of the school by the cafeteria. Please
do not allow your child to cut across the street. Itis unsafe for students to do
this.

Dismissal / Parent PICK-UP:

Students will exit out through the front of the school. Parents are asked to park legally along the curb
and wait for their child on the sidewalk or in your car.

Kindergarten students and their siblings will be pick students up on Quincy at the gates behind the
portables.

Parents are asked NOT to enter campus. All students will be escorted to their assigned dismissal area.
We appreciate your cooperation during dismissal.

Please do not allow your child to cut across the street. It is unsafe for
students to do this.

PARKING LOT:

The parking lot on Glendora Avenue is for Staff parking ONLY. Please do not park in this area or drop
your child off to walk through this area.

**Students are to leave the campus immediately after dismissal, unless enrolled in after-school
programs.**

ATTENDANCE
Students must attend school every school day on the school calendar (a minimum of 180 school days).
See School Calendar on Page 3.

Being on time is a lifelong responsibility. It is expected in high school and most certainly in the world of
work. The good habits students learn in elementary school will benefit them throughout their lives.

It is the responsibility of parents and guardians to see that their child attends school regularly and on time
every day. Every school day is important to the education of your child. Research tells us that the best
learning takes place during the interaction of the teacher and child during class discussions. Simply
making up the missed work does not begin to take the place of actual class attendance. Students who
enter class tardy are disruptive to classroom instruction, even virtually, can have a challenging time
getting into the classroom routine. The same holds true for students who leave early. Students with
poor attendance are at-risk and are deprived of the opportunity to learn. We urge you to schedule
medical and other appointments so that they do not conflict with class time.

Even during distance learning, if your child is absent, please call the school at (209) 933-7155. This is
for your child’s safety. If you do not contact the school, it will be necessary for the school office to



contact you. Students with excused absences are allowed two days for every day of absence to make
up work. Students are responsible for making up work when they are absent.

The following constitutes excused absences: Student illness, medical appointment for the student,
death in immediate family, observance of a religious holiday or service when it is mandated for all
members of a faith that such a holiday or service be observed, subpoena by law enforcement agency or
mandatory court appearance, and suspensions.

The following constitutes unexcused absences: Absences due to vacations, programs or sporting
activity, absences due to older students providing day care services for siblings, absences due to iliness
of others, and absences due to non-compliance with immunization requirements (unless lawfully
exempted).

PARENT/SCHOOL COMMUNICATION

Parents are encouraged to contact the school whenever the need arises. Appointments can be made to
meet with teachers before or after school by calling the office or sending a note with your child. A
monthly newsletter will be sent home in English and Spanish. A master calendar is sent home at the
beginning of each school year. Please keep the school informed of new addresses, change in
phone numbers and emergency contacts which will enable the school to contact you if the need were
to arise.

Parent Volunteers

According to Building Successful Partnerships (2000), the most accurate predictor of academic
achievement is not socioeconomic status, nor how prestigious the school is that a child attends. The best
predictor of student success is the extent to which families encourage learning at home and involve
themselves in their child’s education. When parents are engaged in their children’s school lives, students
have the home support and knowledge they need to not only finish their assignments, but also develop a
lifelong love of learning. Parents MUST be fingerprinted for a background check every year and have a
current TB test.

TEACHER CONCERNS

We also know that due to the sensitive personal relationship between parents, students, and teachers,
misunderstandings do arise. If you feel concerned about an issue, | urge you to contact the teacher.
The best times are just before school and just after school. Your teacher wants to help you resolve
concerns. This is an important step and will resolve 95% of all issues that arise. Should you still need
assistance, please contact the school office.

COUNSELING SERVICES

Counseling Services include: working with Child Welfare and Attendance personnel to address truancy
problems; scheduling and facilitating Student Assistance Program (SAP); assisting students in need
and/or crisis, groups and individual problem solving, keeping in contact with parents; assisting parents to
seek assistance within and outside of the district; referring to site based mental health clinician and
promoting the mental health and well-being of our students. Preventative measures are always at the
forefront of maintaining student’s mental well-being.

SAP and STUDENT SUCCESS TEAM (SST) Process

The SAP process brings parents, teachers, administrators, and support personnel together in a
supportive and problem solving atmosphere to support students having difficulties with academics or
behavior, as well as with social emotional support. Students may be referred by a parent/guardian,



teacher, or a community agency. If you have any questions regarding this process, please contact your
child’s teacher or the school counselor.

BE INVOLVED

We invite and encourage your interest and participation through any of the following programs: Adams
School Coffee Hour, School Site Council, English Language Advisory Committee (ELAC), classroom
volunteer, and parent/teacher conferences. Parent volunteers are encouraged and welcomed. If you
are interested in volunteering, please contact your child’s teacher or our office staff.

The School Site Council is a group of elected parents and staff members. This group of parents,
teachers and staff members is instrumental in making decisions that affect the school regarding
instructional programs and budgets. This council assists in implementing the School Site Plan. If you are
interested in knowing more about the School Site Council, please contact the Principal.

English Language Parent Advisory Committee (ELAC) is a council of parents that meet to assist in

the development of the school plan for English Learners, the school’s needs assessment and the
administration of the language census. If you are interested in knowing more about ELAC, please
contact the Assistant Principal.

QUESTIONS AND CONCERNS

During the year, parents may have questions or concerns. If this is a classroom issue, it is important that
parents contact the teacher first. If you wish to meet with the administration or counselor to discuss your
child’s progress, classroom atmosphere, teachers, and/or any other issue, you will be asked to discuss
with teacher, if further contact required, please know that the teacher will be invited to the meeting.

Positive Behavior Intervention Support (PBIS) is school wide and all of Adams students will
demonstrate Responsibility, Respect, and show Personal Integrity.

It is our goal to focus on positive behavior and reward it, therefore all staff members should be vigilant in
their observation as they move around campus, keeping eyes and ears open for good and misbehavior.
When a student is misbehaving appropriate action should be taken and their teacher should be notified.
*The students must display respectful, safe, & responsible classroom, playground and overall behavior

in order to attend any study trip. To be determined by the teacher.

BULLYING

Bullying is intended to cause some kind of harm, either physical or psychological. The person doing
the bullying purposely says or does something to hurt the target of his or her behavior and it always
involves an imbalance of strength, whether physical or social. In other words the “bully” has or is
perceived to have greater physical strength or social status than the person targeted. Bullying is
aggressive, deliberate and unwanted or unprovoked and the “bully” is often unemotional or even gains
a sense of satisfaction from the behavior, rather than exhibiting sorrow or regret. While bullying can
occur in a single incident, it is usually a pattern of behavior repeated over time and can take many
forms —physical, verbal or social.

BOARD POLICY 5131.2 BULLYING Adopted
The Board of Trustees recognizes the harmful effects of bullying on student learning and school

attendance and desires to provide a safe school environment that protects students from physical and
emotional harm. District employees shall establish student safety as a high priority and shall not



tolerate bullying of any student. No individual or group shall, through physical, written, verbal, or other
means, harass, sexually harass, threaten, intimidate, retaliate, cyberbully, cause bodily injury to, or
commit hate violence against any student or school personnel.

SCHOOL RULES

Students will walk on campus, remain in assigned areas and not arrive at school before 8:35 a.m.
Students will obey all adults, including: bus drivers, teachers, instructional aides, cafeteria personnel,
office staff and noon supervisors.

Students will keep their hands, feet and objects to oneself. Students will complete all their work.
Students will use common sense --- if you think there’s a chance you might get hurt or hurt someone
else, “DON’'T DO IT”. Students will only use kind and reasonable words toward others. Students will
not put each other down (making fun of a person’s name, appearance, beliefs or abilities).

Students will respect and allow other students the “right to learn” and they will settle their

differences peacefully. Students will only throw school balls on the playground.

Students will stop playing when the bell rings, return equipment, and

walk back to class. Students will not bring gum or chew gum at school.

Electronic hand held games or equipment, radios, headphones, sports equipment, iPods, battery
operated toys, cards, legos, and toys from home are not allowed at school. They will be taken away
and a parent will have to pick them up. If any item is taken away a second time it will be held until the
end of the school year.

Students will not bring tobacco, drugs, alcohol, fireworks, matches, knives, weapons, or like
paraphernalia to school. Students will not sell non-approved items at school.

instructional growth. Proper discipline and behavior are expected during distance learning. Teachers
will review the Student Conduct Book with students. In addition, the principal will discuss appropriate
behavior during Monday Morning Announcements. At John Adams, we are committed to providing

the most effective learning environment, which maximizes instructional time for all.
We also believe it is important to recognize and celebrate our students for their successes,
hard work, good attendance, strong character and excellent behavior. Students will have the
opportunity to earn “Dog Tags” for academic achievement and positive reinforcement tickets for
exhibiting good character, students will earn recognition at Weekly Announcements.

DRESS CODE
John Adams School expects all students to dress appropriately and maintain a reasonable
appearance during distance learning. Students are required to dress modestly and meet the
standards of health, safety, cleanliness and decency. Their attire shall not be disruptive to the
learning environment.
Appropriate Attire Adams School is not a uniform school. However, students are required to wear
appropriate attire. Progressive discipline will be used for continued defiance of school rules.
Students may not weatr:

e Exposed midriffs or undergarments, spaghetti strap shirts
Overly revealing clothing, short-shorts/skirts
Spiked, large hoop, or others dangerous earrings
Open toed shoes during PE
Clothing with profanity, gang, alcohol, guns, racial, sexual or religious prejudice or other
inappropriate writing on it.
Students may not wear clothing or jewelry that contains any inappropriate images or
wording that include, but are not limited to, sexual content, alcohol, tobacco, other drugs, or
violence.
Clothing must be sufficient to conceal all undergarments at all times.
Halter tops, bare midriffs, spaghetti straps, low cut or revealing tops, mesh or see-through tops,
bareback tops, crop tops and half- shirts are not allowed. Straps on blouses must be at least one
inch wide.
Shorts, skirts, and dresses must pass the following in order to be considered acceptable: Standing,
with arms relaxed at each side, the ends of your index finger shall touch the bottom of the garment
If leggings, “yoga” pants, and /or tights are worn, the hem of the top must reach at or below the
index finger, if there is a slit or holes in the clothing, these must be below your index finger.
Shoes should be appropriate for walking and running, and cannot interfere with the P.E. program or
recess activities. Shoes without a back (e.qg. flip-flops or clogs), or with a heel greater than two
inches, are not safe to wear during physical activities, and therefore are not allowed.
Any kind of accessory that is deemed inappropriate is not allowed. This includes but not limited to
wallet chains, spikes, and handcuffs.




Students wearing inappropriate attire or footwear will be sent to the office, and will first call their
parent or guardian. Students will be given the option to change into appropriate clothing at the site.
Students who repeatedly violate the dress code will receive disciplinary consequences.

All of the above mentioned items are not allowed on campus. If a student brings these items to school,
they are considered contraband and will be confiscated accordingly. Violations can include suspension,
citation/arrest by Stockton Unified School District Police Department, and/or expulsion. In addition,
Students are not allowed to bring, gum or candy to school. These items are a distraction and litter our
campus. Students caught chewing gum will report to the cafeteria immediately after their lunch
and use the qum scraper to use in the hallway during their lunch recess.

CELLULAR PHONES & ELECTRONIC DEVICES NOTICE (District Policy)

Cell phones and other electronic devices must not disrupt the educational environment. The District
acknowledges the need for students and families to communicate with cell phones. The District also
acknowledges technology is a powerful tool that enhances learning and enables students to access a
vast amount of academic resources. Use of cell phones and other personal electronic equipment on
District’'s campuses is at the discretion of the site administrator(s) and classroom teacher and must
align with established school and classroom rules and procedures. Cell phones should be off and
in their backpack unless the teacher has authorized students to use them for educational
purposes, like kahoots, etc.

Use of cell phones without authorization will result in confiscation, requiring parents to pick them up
from office. If continued unauthorized use of cell phone occur, the phones will be kept for the year
and disciplinary actions will be taken.

e Students not meeting requirements will be placed on academic probation.
e School staff will communicate with parents via quarterly progress conferences.

Here are some of the ways you can help your child to be a successful student:

Provide a quiet, well-lit space for your child to do homework/read

Set an appropriate bed time and consistently enforce it

Read with your child or provide him/her with the opportunity to read quietly

Ask your child about his/her day of learning and follow up with specific questions
Visit online libraries with your child to support class projects/ research or personal
interests

e Communicate regularly with the teacher via email

School rules will only be effective to the degree in which they are consistently enforced. Expected
student behavior will be displayed only to the extent that they are taught, modeled, and reinforced by
all staff members.

CHAMPS should be used to teach and reinforce these expectations and procedures.
