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ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS

The executive board of the DELAC committee (committee
officials) will be composed of a President, Vice President,
Secretary, a Sergeant at Arms and a Parliamentarian. Officers
will be elected by the committee every two (2) years. All
positions must be filled by parents / guardians of students in the
Stockton Unified School District. A certified SUSD employee can
only serve as Parliamentarian.
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ARTICLE V: DUTIES OF OFFICERS

The President will direct all meetings of the committee and will fulfill all obligations pertaining to the
office.

The Vice President will assist the President and perform the functions of the President in his absence.

The Secretary shall keep correct records of all committee meetings and shall perform such duties as

delegated. If the Secretary is absent or unable to take minutes due to a language barrier, he may be
assisted by a certified or classified district employee.

The Sergeant at Arms will welcome members and guests and enforce rules to maintain order at all
meetings.

The Parliamentarian will ensure that all meetings are conducted according to Robert’s Rules of Order.
