S17D: This certificate, when held in conjunction with a basic teaching credential specified in Education Code

Section 44203 (e), authorizes the holder to provide the following services to limited-English-proficient pupils:
(1) specially designed content instruction delivered in English in the subject and the grade authorized by

the teacher's basic credential, and (2) instruction for English language development to students in a
departmentalized class in the subject and the grade authorized by the teacher's basic credential.

S17S: This certificate, when held in conjunction with a prerequisite credential specified in Education Code
Section 44203 (e), authorizes the holder to provide instruction for English language development to
students in a self-contained classroom.




S17A: This certificate, when held in conjunction with a teaching or services credential specified in Education
Code Section 44253.11(a), authorizes the holder to provide services to English learners in specially designed
content instruction delivered in English in the subject and the grade authorized by the teacher's credential
